The Appalachian Fruit Research Station is located between Charles Town and Kearneysville, West Virginia.
The Station is located 58 miles from Washington National Airport; 35 miles from Dulles International Airport; and 68 miles from Baltimore-Washington International Airport. Hagerstown, Maryland (30 miles north) has a commuter airport where one can connect from Baltimore or Pittsburgh, PA.

FROM INTERSTATE 81

*At Martinsburg, WV take I-81 exit 12 to WV Route 9 east.

*Continue on Route 9 towards Charles Town, WV for approximately 10 miles.

*Take Wiltshire Road exit, at the stop sign turn right and go approximately 1 mile south on Wiltshire

  Road.
*The Station is the first commercial site on the right side of the road. 

        *Turn into the main entrance road by our stone sign for the visitor’s parking lot to
          the right of the front entrance.
FROM DULLES INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

* Exit airport or rental car agency and follow signs to Route 28 North/Route 267 West Toll

   Road for Leesburg.  (Get directions to Rt 28 and Rt 267 from rental car agency.)  

       *Take Route 267 West (Dulles Greenway).  The toll is $3.70 during non-rush hours and

  $4.50 during rush hours (6:30 – 9:00 am and 4:00-6:30 pm).  Use the Credit Card/Cash

  lanes on the right.  Most left hand lanes are EZPass only.

   
 *After 13.5 miles, get into the left hand lane.

       *Exit left onto Route 7 West Bypass at Leesburg, and travel about 5 miles.

 *Exit right onto Route 9 West for Charles Town. Drive 20 miles to Charles Town.

       *Turn left onto the entrance ramp for Route 340 North/Route 9 West for Charles Town

   and Martinsburg.

       *Proceed on Route 9 West 8 miles to Bardane/Wiltshire Road exit.

       *Turn left and drive 1 mile south on Wiltshire Road to AFRS on the right.  

       *Turn into the main entrance road by our stone sign for the visitor’s parking lot to
         the right of the front entrance.
FROM INTERSTATE 70 (I-270)

*At Frederick, MD exit I-70 to US 340 west (look for sign to Charles Town).

*Remain on US 340 for 21 miles (around Harpers Ferry and toward Charles Town).

*Before entering Charles Town take exit for Route 9W towards Martinsburg.

*Proceed on Route 9 heading west.

*Travel approximately 6 miles and take the Wiltshire Road exit, at the stop sign, turn left.

*The Station is the first commercial sight on the right of the road.

*Follow signs for parking.
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
